Mr. Logan Traces
Evolution in Law

That law is “a beautiful and
exact science” with a fascinat-
ing history and background
was the substance of the lec-
ture Mr. George B. Logan, in-
structor of business law at
Fontbonne, gave before the as-
sembly Thursday, January 26.

Mr. Logan traced the evolu-
tion of common law from the
time of the Druids to the pres-
ent, showing that during all
these years the tendency has
been to discard the bad fea-
tures and to add good features.
We in America have received
the body of common law which
was developed in England. Of
the changes this has undergone
through the ages, few are more
interesting than those affecting
women, who at first were re-
garded as so entirely subject to
their husbands that they were
not allowed to give testimony
because of the bias which the
court expected them fo carry
into their statements.

Celebrated Holy Mass
in Greek Byzantine Rite

Right Rev. Philip Salmone, D. D.

Holy Mass according to the
Greek Byzantine rite was cele-
brated in Fontbonne Chapel
the morning of January 26 by
Right Rev. Philip Salmone,
D. D., archimandrite of the
Greek Catholic Church. Be-
fore the service Father Salmone
gave a brief explanation of the
different points in which his
ceremonies differ from those of
the Latin rite, as, for instance,
his taking of the water and
wine before Mass, and his giv-
ing of Benediction during the
Mass with the Sacred Host
in the chalice instead of in the
ostensorium.

The principal difference be-
tween the Greek Mass and that
of the Western Church is the
language, the bishop declared,
and showed that the fact that
Mass is offered in a number of
ancient languages, instead of
disproving the unity of the
church, emphasizes it by dem-
onstrating that so many nations
believe in the same doctrine.
The unity of the Church does
not consist in a unity of vest-
ments and language, but one of
faith and sacrifice.

expressed himself as hopeful
of a return to unity of the sep-
arated Greek church. He ex-
plained that the Greek Ortho-
dox church errs in its teaching
on the Holy Ghost, holding him
to proceed from the Father
only, and its teaching on Pur-
gatory, and Transubstantiation,
as well as on the supremacy of
the Pope. He recounted that
since the death of the Czar the
Orthodox Church has been
ruled by the four patriarchs of
Jerusalem, Antioch, Alexan-
dria and Constantinople, which
is a state of things making for
disunion in the church and per-
haps hastening union with
Rome.

The priests of the schismatic
church are poorly educated,
but the people are sincere, he
said, and if the leaders can be
won over to unity their flocks
will come to Rome in millions.

This is not Bishop Salmone’s
first visit to Fontbonne, as he
has spoken to the students in
former years. On the Tuesday
preceding his celebration of
Mass, he addressed them in the
auditorium, picturing in his
talk on Byzantine art, the life
of the Egyptian in the valley of
the Nile in lively colors. He is
a native of Egypt and has come
to this country to care for the
people of his rite who are here
at present. His headquarters
is in La Crosse, Wis.
