of school-spirit.

tle nervous,” Miss Pardo ad-
mitted. Her artistry, however,
was evidently not affected.

The Senorita’s program con-
gisted of a modern French
group, and Italian group, and a
Spanish group. She was as-
sisted at the piano by Mr. W.
T. Diebels.

The French group was char-
acterized by beautiful sustain-
ed tones and delicate harmon-
ies which bore traces of Miss
Pardo’s work with Galli Cureci,
whom she greatly resembles.
The resemblance in feature is
very marked. Miss Pardo’s
voice is also a coluratura so-
prano, and like the great diva
she is, besides a vocal artist,
and accomplished pianist.

The next group developed in
characteristic Italian fashion,
in cadinzas of long trills and
runs, was treated with true
Curei technique. “La Mach-
enerra,” of Torroba contained
several passages of cadenza
imitation with the piano. “La
Musas Latinas” by Panella was
particularly beautiful. The
rendition of Verdi's “Caro
Nome,” always a favorite, was
especially appreciated by the
audience, and received several
curtain calls.

The last group comprised
three typical, vet distinctive,
folk-songs. Simplicity and
rhythm were the dominant
notes. The groups presented
a striking contrast to the heavy,
difficult Italian group. One of
the two encores which Miss
Pardo granted her listeners
she accompanied herself.

Miss Pardo was the pupil of
the late Italian Maestro Batis-
tina. She has received much
praise from Buropean critics in
recognition of her concert
work. A great American suc-
cess may be expected of her
voice, technique, and youth.

Visits Fontbonne

Mentor Crosse, supervisor of
music, paid the second of his
tri-annual visits during Janu-
ary, 17, 18, and 19. Besides
his usval musical examination
he offered two extremely in-
teresting programs to the stu-
dent-body. The first was an
illustrated history of pianistic
art. The three cycles thus de-
monstrated by several selec-
tions were: the early age of
striet classified form, illustrat-
ed by several selections from
Bach; the Romantic Age of
Schubert, Mendelssohn, Cho-
pin, and Schumann ; finally, the
Modern Era typified by DeBus-
sy, Ravel, and Dett. The sel-
lections were treated in pro-
gram style with Prof. Crosse’s
striking interpretations.

Mr. Quinn Speaks

The Agnes Gonzaga Educa-
tional Club, of recent organiza-
tion by the students of the edu-
cation department, heard an in-
teresting talk on February 21
by Mr. John Quinn, director of
attendance of the Board of Id-
ucation. At the bi-monthly
meeting of the club February
25, Agnes Reilly, apropos of
the mid-year examinations and -
the final recording of the stu-
dents semester work. discussed
the topic whether or not stu-
dents rate their teachers by the
marks the teacher gives them.
Miss Reilly concluded that stu-
dents do not thus rate their
teachers, although the conclu-
sion remains a mooted question.

At the January 24 meeting
of the club, the statement,
“First born children are the
least intelligent,” was one of
the topics of discussion. Cecil
Hoerr opened the discussion by
reviewing the article of Dr.
Louis J. Thurston of Chicago
University, which appeared re-
cently in a local newspaper.
Miss Hoerr maintained that ..
Thurston’s paper was valuahle
as one more contribution to this
interesting and much studied
topic, but she was not inclined
to the opinion that his findings
may be accepted as in any way
final. “Winnetka,” an article
appearing in “School and So-
ciety” of January 12, Carleton
Washburne, was reviewed by
Naomi Droll. In this paper the
club members followed “little
Charlie, the butcher’s boy,”
through his daily schedule in
this town of Winnetka, mean-
ing “beautiful land.” Miss Droll
considered the Winnetka Plan
admirable, although somewhat
of a Utopia.
