Transcribing Course

Lessons Given On Special
Typewriter; Miss A.
Ruenzi, Instructor.

Betty Hoffman, senior, Clare Hard-
er, Melba Durbin, juniors, and Vir-
ginia Seifert, sophomore, are mem-
bers of the newly organized class in
Braille Transeribing. The instruction
is under the direction of Miss Adaline
A. Ruenzi of the Missouri Commission
for the Blind. Miss Ruenzi has been
delegated by the Missouri Relief and
Reconstruction Commission which is
sponsoring this student project.

At the first class, which met last
Friday afternoon at 2 o'clock in Ryan
Hall, the students were acquainted
with the course. The Braille system
receives its name from Louis Braille,
a PFrenchman, who, in 1829, deyised
this way to help the blind.

Lessons  will be given for l\\'me
consecutive weeks in the use and tech-
nique of the Braille method of typing
on a specially constructed typewriter.
The keyboard has six keys and a
space bar. Six dots, arranged and
numbered in domino fashion, form
the Braille cell. From this is formu-
lated the Braille alphabet, numerals,
capital sign, and apostrophe sign. Im-
pressions peculiar to each letter are
made on the paper.

Students who pass the tests and be-
gin their work of actual transcribing
will receive a certificate for profic-
iency from the American National
Red Cross.

After sufficient skill and accuracy
have been acquired, the students will
allowed to choose a hook which
transcribe from print into
Blind persons will proof-
manuseripts.  The ideal
contains 90 to 100

Green Hydra In Captivity - -

There was great excitement in the biology
laboratory the other day when Sister M.
Leonilla, head of the department, discover-
ed a green hydra in a culture. To anyone
unacquainted with scientific phenomena
this may seem a matter of minor import-
ance, but it caused much comment and
aroused a great deal of interest in the
biology laboratory.

The first hydra mentioned in history is
the monster attacked by Hercules, It had
nine heads, and as soon as one was cut off,
two others took its place. The ordinary
hydra known to scientists possesses the
same quality of regeneration in a modified
form. It is defined as a fresh-water polyp.

The more species are gray, yellow,
or brown. The hydra over which the science
department {s watching so carefully is more
rare and particularly unique in its charac-
teristics. It is a vivid green, hence its
name—"hydra viridissima",

Hydras are quite small but after one has
become familiar with their appearance, one
can see and even study them fairly well
without the use of a microscope. A hydra
has been described as resembling a “short
piece of string with one end frayed out”,

Biology Lab 1S cene o Phenomens

and this description is a good one if the
student is made to realize that a very small
bit of string is meant. The frayed ends are
tentacles which radiate from the mouth
region of the animal. When fully expanded
a hydra may be an ineh or more in length,
and when contracted the entire animal
looks like a tiny drop of flesh-colored jelly.
It does not attach itself permanently to one
place, but it crawls about or swims slowly
through the water in a somersault fashion.

Although the above mentioned qualities
are animal in nature, the hydra possesses
many characteristics of plant life algo. The
interaction of the plant and animal cells
presents one of the most interesting studies
in biology. The two cooperate on a fifty-
fifty basis, each profiting from the partner-
ship. The algae, or one-celled plants, be-
sides receiving a dwelling place on the
hydra, receive also the carbon dioxide nec-
essary for their existence. The hydra is in
turn furnished with oxygen, This process
is called symbiosis. The green hydra lives
in the light and dies in the dark, since light
is mnecessary to carry on the process of
photosynthesis in the plant cell from which
it obtains its food.
