Do Americans Live Up
To the Statue of Liberty?

This year marks the 50th birthday of the Statue.
of Liberty. For fifty years this statue, the gift of *
France to the United States, has stood on Liberty Is-
land, a promise of freedom to hopeful xmxmgrams. and
a symbol of the American spirit to returning Ameri-
cans. The celebration of this anniversary should re-
call to the mind of all citizens the spirit which makes
America what it 15, It should also awaken them to the
fact that that essential quality is being attacked by
forces subtly masquerading under the guise of liberty o
schemes.

These menaces to freedom are of two types, so-
cial and political. The modern moral code and Com-
munism, the social evils, try to achieve independence
by asking men to bind themselves to a one-track road
to self-destruction and despair with the shackles of
man’s earth-bound desires, unrestrained by a super-
natural motive. Strong political organizations, which
continue their existence partly through fear and part-
ly through ignorance, constitute the second evil. The
remedy for both of these problems is an individual one.

It lies with every citizen to decide for himself
whether or not he can recognize in these conditions
forces inimical to the exercise of man’s freedom. If
he 1s honest and clear-sighted he can come to only one

definite effort to embody the activ-
ity theory. “This!" Sister pointed,
“has been achicved most successfully
in some of the Detroit Catholic ele-
mentary schools.” Here she wit-
nessed “purposeful action and prob-
fom solving working hand In hand,
thus utilizing the children’s natural
interests and resulting in o living in-
teraction butween the child and his
surroundings.

While realizing that not everything
in the activity movement Is wholly
possible or desirable, Sister Bere-
nice fayors the movement in its less
radical applications and hopes that
it will soon find exemplification in
some of the St. Louls Catholic ele-
mentary schools.

World Mourns Death Of
Mme. Schumann-Heink

One of the most brilliant grand opera careers was
ended Wednesday of this week when the mellow voice
of Mme. Ernestine Schumann-Heink, world acclaimed
singer, was hushed by death. This famous contralto,
who had endeared herself to the hearts of thousands,
died at her home at the age of seventy-five years.

Her life will be remembered in the annals of op-
eratic fame as one of great emotionel appeal and h
man interest. She was born in Boehmia and was ed
ucated at the Ursuline convent in Prague.  As a child
her unusual talent was recognized by vocal teachers
under whom she studied. At the age of seventeen she
made her debut in an opera house in Dresden, and
sang there for four years until her marriage, at which
time she was forced to leave because the directors of
the music house did not consent to her marriage.

Disappointment was scheduled to follow Mme:
Schumann-Heink. For several years she sought oper-
atic audiences but met refusal except for a few minor
roles of little importance.

Quite suddenly her failure changed to success when
she was asked to take the role.of Carmen in a pro-
duction in which the leading lady refused to sing. This
step marked the beginning of international fame, She
was asked to appear in concerts, oratorios, and festi-
vals in all of the countries of Europe: In 1898 she
appeared’ before her first American public, and re-
sponding to their hearty approval, as well as to an ac-
quired love for this country, Mme. Schumann-Heink
became a citizen of the United States.

During the great war this beloved singer of the
international stage was.forced to exert an heroic char-
acter when her sons were fighting in the contlict, two
with the central powers, and four with the allies. Her
heart was divided, as it were, but nevertheless she was
a valiant citizen, and became so endeared to the Amer-
ican Legion and similar organizations that she was
known throughout the length and breadth of the na-
tion as “Mother’
