Catholic Instruction
Leader Wins Notre Dame
Laetare Medal

Josephine Van Dyke
Brownson, outstanding
educator in the field of
religious instruction,
has been named the re-
cipient of the Laetare
Medal for this year.
Generally recognized
as the highest Catholic
lay honor bestowed
here in the United
States, the award will
be made at the Com-
mencement Exercises
of Notre Dame Univer-
sity, donor of the medal.

The custom of giving
the Laetare Medal was
inspired by the practice
of the Pope of giving
the Golden Rose to a
member of the Italian
Catholic nobility annu-
ally on Laetare Sunday.
This is the fifty-sixth
year that the winner
has been named on the
Fourth Sunday of Lent,
Laetare Sunday. In
1883, the Very Rever-
end Edward Sorin, C.S.
C., founder and first
president of Notre
Dame University, be-
stowed the medal upon
John Gilmary Shea, the
historian.

Miss Brownson, the
eleventh woman to be
50 honored, is following
a precedent of her fam-
ily, since her father, the
late Henry F. Brown-

son, received the medal
in 1892. Her grandfath-
er was Orestes Brown-
son, the noted convert,
writer, and philogopher.
1In 1906, Miss Brownson
founded the Catholic
Instruction League of
Detroit, of which she is
now president. This or-
ganization is for the in-
struction of Catholic
children in public
schools; at present, it
has 68 centers, with 400
teachers and 13,000 stu-
dents.

In January, 1933, the
late Pope Pius XI be-
stowed upon Miss
Brownson the papal
decoration, “Pro Eccle-
sia et Pontifice.” She is
the author of Catholic
Bible Stories, Living
Forever, To the Heart
of a Child, Feed My
Lambs, and Stopping
the Leak.

Other Americans who
have received the Lae-
tare Medal in recent
years are Agnes Rep-
plier, John McCormack,
Mrs. Genevieve Garvan
Brady, Alfred E. Smith,
Frank Spearman, and
Richard Reid.
