The scores
which ranged from zero to 78 per cent
are proof that one may attend college,
yes, and even graduate, without a rudi-
mentary knowledge of the workings of
the government or an active interest in
current events. True, the test was a sum-
mer review, but why pretend that there
is more time to devote to newspapers
along with philosophy, English, and chem-
istry than there is with swimming, tennis,
and dancing.
