Assembly Will Hear Authority On
Separation of Church and State

Professor James M. O'Neill,
teacher, writer, and lecturer, will
be the guest speaker at the assem-
bly Tuesday, November 6, 1951. A
graduate of Dartmouth College and
a widely recognized authority on
the subject of the separation of
church and state in America, Mr.
O'Neill is the brother-inlaw of Dr.
Isabel Winslow, director of person-
nel at Fontbonne. Mr. O'Neill will
speak on “Catholics and American
Freedom.”

A former chairman of the Com-
mittee on Academic Freedom of
the American Civil Liberties Union,
Professor O'Neill has just com-
pleted a book, Catholicism and
American Freedom, an important
reply to Mr. Paul Blanshard's con-
troversial attack on the Catholic
Church, American Freedom and
Catholic Power. Mr. O'Neill is also
the first president of the American
Speech Association and founder
and editor for six years of the
Quarterly Journal of Speech. He
is currently chairman of the De-
partment of Speech at Brooklyn
College.

In 1949, he published Religion
and Bducation Under the Constitu-
tion, which received wide acclaim
from leading newspapers and peri-
odicals, including the Homiletic
and Pastoral Review, American Bar
Association Journal, and the Den-
ver Catholic Register.

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College Déy is Synonymous
With Quaint Old Custom

College Day, a tradition at Fontbonne al-
most as old as the institution itself, is being
celebrated today. First observed when the
faculty and eighteen students of Fontbonne
who were attending the first two classes
then held in Carondelet drove in seven cars
to Wydown and Big Bend to’see the new
buildings going up. At that time Ryan Hall
was completed, Science had only been
started, and Fine Arts was little more than
an excavation. Neither the Cafeteria nor
Medaille was thought of. Nor the Gym.

This was the Feast of St. Teresa, 1924, a
feast decided upon as an annual observance
and to be called “College Day” because the
Congregation of the Sisters of St. Joseph had
been founded on that day in LePuy, France,
in 1650. St. Teresa of Avila being a special
patroness of the Sisters became intimately
associated with Fontbonne.

Two members of the present faculty who
helped celebrate St. Teresa’s Day in 1924 are
Sister Teresa Martin, dean, and Sister
Athanasia, professor emeritus in the de-
partment of chemistry.

The 1924 festivities had begun the night
before at CaFondelet when six members of
the sophomore class initiated twelve fresh-
men. The next morning saw the celebration
of Holy Mass by the chaplain, Rev. Fortuna-
tus, O.F.M., followed by breakfast. Then the
ride to Clayton, and after the return from
Fontbonne, the Sisters were hostesses at a
banquet.

He Can Learn His Religion |

UNION CITY, N. J.—An unusually suc-
cessful method for teaching religion to chil-
dren from birth to the age of six, deseribed
in an article in the September issue of The
Sign, national Catholic magazine, has at.
tracted such widespread attention that re-
prints are being made available, editors of
the publication announced here today.

The article, “Never Too Young," written
by Mary Tinley Daly, NCWC feature writer,
explains the Parent Educator Program of
the Confraternity of Christian Doctrine, the
purpose of which is to teach religion at
home.

“The program tells parents how to instill
religious truths and a religious feeling into
all the everyday happenings around home,”
the article states, “It's done in ‘baby talk'—
not the ‘itsy-bitsy’ type—but the understand-
ing, down to ecarth language that small
children recognize.

“The system is amazingly simple. A group
of volunteer home visitors secure the names
of new babies, usually from parish records.
They call on the parents with a card of
congratulations and a medal from the pas-
tor. At the same time they present the par-
ents with a leaflet, “The Rite of Baptism,'
containing a translation of the words used
during the baptismal ceremony, and an ex-

planation. of the meaning of the oil, salt
and water.

“At this time, or when the baby is about
three weeks old, the home visitor leaves
with the parents an introductory leaflet to
a series of leaflets, one of which will be pre-
sented personally each three months. The
leaflets keep alive the first glow of purpose.
The one given when the baby is six months
old recognizes the baby's growing sense of
things about him. ‘Your baby reads your
facial expression,' it says. ‘He looks into |
your eyes. He will catch the reverence of
a gesture,'

“The entire set of leaflets were written
by Mary Lanigan Healy, mother of nine chil-
dren. Only a ‘practicing mother’ in the main
stream of living could know so intimately *
the various stages of growth. Only a aeyout
mother who maintains an intrinsically i
Catholic home could translate that devotion i
into every aspect of living. Only an excel- N
lent writer could handle with such fine ¢
balance the practical and the spiritual. The
leafelts are reliable textbooks and inspiring
reading.

“The program has been inaugurated in 45
dioceses in the United States, with 50,000
families receiving the guiding leaflets
which serve as road maps.”
