When the Church bestows the highest
honors on Blessed Pius X on May 29, it will
he enriched by the addition of another Saint
Joseph. Poor and humble like his glorious
namesake, Joseph Melchior Sarto will be the
first Pope to be canonized a saint in over 200
vears, The last Pope raised to the altar of
veneration was Pope St. Pius V, who died in
1572, As a matter of fact, in the last 1,000
years, since the end of the reign of Pope
apitus 11, only four Popes have been de-
clared saints. These are St. Leo IX, who
died in 1054; St. Gregory VII, who died in
1085; and St. Celestine V, who died in 1296.

Throughout his entire . “Beppo™ Sarto,
who was born June 2, 1835, in Riese, Ita
was faced with poverty. His father, a cob-
bler by trade, had to hold down two add
tional jobs as parish janitor and postmaste!
to make ends meet. After his father's death,
his mother took in sewing and sold the prod-
uets of a small farm. It was a great sacrifice
for his mother to allow Joseph, the oldest of
eight children, to continue his studies. This
he did, however, by walking fourteen miles
daily from Riese to Castelfranco to high
school, slinging his boots over his shoulder
to save the leather, wearing them only in
town.

Prelate

As Bishop of Mantua and Cardinal Patri-
arch of Venice, he was known for his char
to the poor, and for his own subsequent per
sonal poverty. In one of his letters to a
cousin, he wrote on the eve of his ordination,
“I have not the vow of poverty, but I have
no money.” And another. “All lean on my
income which amounts to six Venctian lire
a day.” And still a third. “After seven vears
in the prisethood I am in debt a little less
than a thousand lire.

Throughout his entire life, Joseph Sarto
remained simple, ordinary in his personal
life and dealings with others. His humility
even as Pope was pronounced. Frequently
he said, “I am a peasant’s son.” During the
balloting of the cardinals in secret conclave
after the death of Pope Leo XIII in 1903,
when he saw the votes swinging in his favor,
Cardinal Sarto rose to plead passionately
with his brother cardinals not to vote for
him. So completely sure was he that he
would never attain the papacy. he had
bought a round trip railroad ticket from
Venice to Rome,

Pope

As the successor of St, Peter, his achieve-
ments were gigantic. Not the least were his
pronouncements on the modern heresy,
“Modernism”; his establishment of the Con-
fraternity of Christian Doctrine throughout
the world; his decree on the reception of
Holy Communion by children when they
reach the age of reason: and the restoration
of the liturgy of the Church as the way “to
restore all things in Christ.”

“Blessed Pope Pius X, in heaven tod:
recently wrote the editor of the New World,
“is probably shaking his head at us. All he
ever wanted to be was a simple parish priest,
but God ordained otherwise, . . . He dodged
publicity and fanfare all his life. Unworthy
as he knew himself to be as priest of Christ,
that sense of unworthiness grew in stature
and influen The greater the position, the
more lowly and humble did Pius become. . . .
