In the widespread mourning for the death of Father Daniel A. Lord,
S.J., at St. John's Hospital, St. Louis, on January 15, Fontbonne faculty
and students took part, many attending his wake in Donnelly's parlors
and his funeral January 19 in St. Francis Xavier (College) Church, As-

Saint’s Brother
JoinsBlueArmy

WASHINGTON, N. J.— Angelo
Goretti of Route 24, New Village,
N. J., a brother of Saint Maria Go-
retti, the “Modern Martyr of Chas-
tity,” last week joined the Blue
Army of Our Lady of Fatima to
fight for world peace through spir-
itual means at the group’s national
headquarters here,

In a simple ceremony, the 66-year-
old Goretti signed the Blue Army
pledge in the presence of Rt. Rev.
Harold V. Colgan, Founder and In-
ternational Director of the Blue
Army, and John M. Haffert, lay
leader for the United States, He
then gave Monsignor Colgan a relic
of his sainted sister.

Now a retired mill and dye
worker, Angelo was 14 and Maria
was 12 years old, when a neighbor's
19-year-old son pressed immoral ad-
vanees on her which she rejected.
Because she refused to capitulate to
him, the youth stabbed her 14 times.
Her Feast Day is now celebrated
throughout the Catholic world on
July 9. The youth, Alessandro Ser-
venelli, long reformed, is still alive.
Now aged 72, he is a gardener at the
Capuchin Monastery at Ascoli Pi-
ceno. The slayer served 27 years of
a 30-year sentence.

Pope Pius XII canonized Saint
Maria Goretti at open air ceremo-
nies in Saint Peter's Square in
Rome in the Holy Year of 1950,

Mrs. Assunta Goretti, the 88-year-
old mother of Saint Maria and An-
gelo, died October 8 in Corinaldi.
Italy, just four years and three
months after she had attended the
ceremonies at which Maria was
canonized. She was the only woman
in history ever to see her child sol-
emnly proclaimed a Saint.

Angelo came to this country in
1906 and did not see his mother
again until he returned to Italy for
the canonization ceremonies in 1950.

In joining the Blue Army, Goretti
becomes one of more than five mil-
lion persons in 33 countries of the
world who have pledged themselves
to fulfill the requirements of Our
Lady of Fatima for peace: Daily Ro-
sary, sacrifices of daily duty, and
conseeration through the Brown
Scapular of Mount Carmel.

In a special five-page picture story photographed by Jacques Lowe,
who recently completed a series of nation-wide photo assignments for The
Sign, the magazine's February issue depicts in pictures and text the high
standards Catholic education for the Negro has reached at Xavier.

“It is here,” The Sign says, “that more than a thousand Negro stu-
dents are preparing themselves to take a leading role in the cultural,
business, and life of the fes from which they have
come” under a faculty that “includes some of the best minds in Negro
education today."

The magazine continues: “Indicative of its impact on the nation is the
fact that Xavier numbers among its alumni nearly 900 teachers . . . a good
number of priests and religious, as well as Negro doctors, pharmacists,
lawyers, arti: social workers, musicians, dentists, government workers
and housewives. In New Orleans alone, more than one-third of the city’s
Negro teachers are Xavier graduates.

“With the help of a Catholic education,” adds The Sign, “these tal-
ented Negroes are making that contribution to American cultural, busi-
ness, social, and religious life that only the Negro can make.”
