Reminding that “in the arsenal
of Christianity, in reach of all
men of good will,” there is “the
invincible weapon of prayer,” the
Bishops in a public declaration
state, “It is unthinkable that we
should in our day neglect to pe-
tition the Infinite Creator and
Ruler of the universe in behalf of
these modern martyrs.”

The statement also notes that it
was little more than a year ago
“that the agonized cry of the Hun-
garian people broke through the
silence that enveloped them and
millions of others who are suffer-
ing the most frightful persecution
in history.

Says ‘Study
Of History’
Is Christian

Arnold J. Toynbee's “A Study of
History” is a religious work, “the
first Christian philosophy of his-
tory since Bossuet,” students of
Fontbonne were told at their
weekly Wednesday seminar.

Thomas P. Neill, St. Louis Uni-
rsity professor of history and
ting professor of history at
Fontbonne, said Toynbee wrote a
“theological epic, describing the
creative work of God on earth and
man’s creative quest for Him in
time. It is permeated by a driving
hunger to find and to justify the
Providence of God in history.”

He added that it is a Christian
work, in that it returns to Chris-
tian beliefs in refutation of the
various mechanistic and determ-
inistic statements on the meaning
of history,” but it is “a peculiar
and unorthodox Christianity that
Toynbee professes.”

Although Toynbee does not ap-
prove of the Catholic Church’s
claim to be the only true Church,
Dr. Neill said that Toynbee treated
the Church “understandingly and
respectfully.”

“A Christian philosopher of his-
tory can agree with much of Toyn-
bee’s inquiry. However, he must
part company with Toynbee on his
theological relativism and his re-
sultant hope for the future. Toyn-
bee is not convincing when he
tries to exercise Christian opti-
mism.

“Recent developments point in
the direction of a unity of civil-
izations that seems in keeping
with God's plan, insofar as we
can comprehend it. And the uni-
versal religion of that civilization
can well be the true religion.”

CURA—College and University
Relief Administration—is the mod-
ern outgrowth of the Overseas
Service Program which was op-
erated by NFCCS after World War
II. Through this program, NF
raised millions of dollars and won
international acclaim.

At present there are three spe-
cific programs of CURA whose
purposes are to make possible a
sharing by students of their ma-
terial possessions with less fortu-
nate students and a sharing and
serving in the work of the Hier-
archy. These spheres of activity
include a scholarship program to
assist in the development of an
educated Catholic laity in the so-
called mission areas of the United
States, a fund raising project
which makes possible a direct par-
ticipation in the work of the lay
apostolate, and a Goods-In-Kind
program involving the collection
of books and clothing which are
forwarded through various agen-
cies to Catholic student centers in
Europe and Asia. This fall partici-
pating schools offered eighty-nine
scholarships valued at approxi-
mately two hundred thousand dol-
lars.

Paul Claudel, a study of the
Great French writer and diplomat
by Wallace Fowlie, will be pub-
lished soon by Hilary House as
one of its Studies of Modern Euro-
pean Literature and Thought Ser-
1es,

China and the Cross (Kennedy,
$3.95) by Dom Columba Cary-
Elwes, 0.S.B., is a survey of the
missionary history of China. It is
presented by the author as the re-
sult of about twenty-five years'
interest in the subject.

The author begins with an anal-
ysis of the legend of St. Thomas
the Apostle and his supposed
evangelization of China. Then he
goes to a detailed study of the
Nestorian Christians about thir-
teen hundred years ago.

The last half of the book ex-
plains the mission history of mod-
ern times, both Protestant and
Catholic. The book ends on a note
of hope: “One day the mind of
Christ and the mind of China will
be one.”

A document of world-shaking
importance is an analysis of Com-
munism called The New Class by
Milovan Djilas (Praeger, $3.95).
The essence of communism, so
says the author, is power wielded
by the political bureaucracy, the
new class. In the words of Djilas,
“In a totalitarian government of
this type, (communism), the die-
tatorship of the proletariat is a
theoretical justification, or ideo-
logical mask at best, for the au-
thority of some oligarchs.”

Djilas, Tito’s former friend and
vice-president, is now in prison.
The book was sent secretly to
France to be printed. It is a com-
plete denouncement of commu-
nism as a political, social, and eco-
nomic system which deprives man
of his right to freedom.

At MacMurry

Top journalists from St. Louis,
Chicago, and Illinois dailies will
conduct the Fifth Annual News-
paper Conference at MacMurray
College, Feb. 21-22, Jacksonville,
Illinois, it was announced today.

Students from high schools and
colleges throughout the midwest
will attend 10 seminars on the
subject of news, feature, sports,
and editorial writing, among oth-
ers. Last year, more than 200 dele-
gates from 50 high schools and
colleges participated in the two-
day meet.

Among conference leaders this
year will be Dean I. W. Cole of
the Medill School of Journalism,
Northwestern  University. Also
from the famed journalism school
will be Professor Jacob Scher,
Chairman of the News-Editorial
sequence at Medill. He will be
moderator of all high school ses-
sions, which will include instrue-
tion in news and features. Return-
ing from the Chicago Sun-Times
will be Karin Walsh, City Editor;
Robert Kennedy, Chief Editorial
Writer; and Ralph Ulrich, Copy
Editor.

United Press wire service edi-
tors, and the Illinois Press Pho-
tographers’ Association both will
hold their annual meetings at Mac-
Murray in conjunction with the
conference. They will cooperate
in conducting some of the confer-
ence sessions.
